He corrected errors and brought descriptions up to date and improved some of the maps.l compared this book
to the FalconGuide "Weiminuche South San Juan" guide. | found the Pixler/Peel descriptions a bit more, well,
descriptive, being written by locals in the style of someone telling you more than just the step-by-step process. The
payoff: Pixler/Pedl tells you how to go beyond the end of the Lime Mesatrail, climbing up to Overlook Point (nearly
13,000) from which you have spectacular views of Chicago Basin!
