Instead, these areas are just a tiny part of 
the largely unreadable map of central Edinburgh. Perversely, there is an enlarged detailed and easily legible map of 
Leith, but the Royal Yacht Britannia (Leith's big tourist attraction) barely makes it onto the edge of the map. Although 
laminated and all on one sheet, the addition of a map of the Firth of Forth area and a map of all of Scotland makes this 
unnecessarily bulky when folded. As another reviewer has commented, this revised version also does not show 
Edinburgh's not-so-new tram line. For a 3-day visit to Edinburgh proper, I have absolutely no use for a map of the 
entire country, or even the Firth of Forth, but I would have greatly appreciated a more detailed map of the city itself.6
